 At the end of the A4 take the A10 Ring road West in the direction Zaandam 

 Take on the ring road the exit Haarlemmerweg (S103) 

 After 2.6 km turn left on Haarlemmerplein 

 After 100 m turn right into Tussen de Bogen 

 After 1.7 km turn right into Prins Hendrikkade 

 
After 500 m you will see Grand Hotel Amrâth Amsterdam on your right hand side. Keep driving 
for a while. 

 After 400 m turn right into Kalkmarkt (here are no traffic lights). 

 Turn at the first street to the right, the Binnenkant
